Linux Desktop email client configuration

These guides use Ubuntu as an example but will also work with other Linux distributions with minor
adjustments. If the correct configuration is supplied, you don’t need anything from the service desk to
activate or use 0365 email accounts on a Linux desktop.

We suggest using apt and not flatpack or snap on Ubuntu for installation.

Evolution
To use evolution, you must install the “evolution-ews” package.

Start the add account process: Edit menu >> Accounts
Add >> Mail Account
