2 Getting others’ attention

Apart from the address terms such as��$\�� (lit. uncle) and��D���� (lit. auntie), which we saw in
the above, there are a few other expressions that we can use as attention-getters.

�̈q�

This is a standard (but with masculine connotations) greeting as well as
attention-getter when you approach someone busy at work, eg, a police
officer, someone at the government shop front, etc. (Literally:You’re
working hard.) If you need directions, then this can be a prelude to a request
for assistance.

When you’ve finished your business
you can say this by way of farewell.
(Literally: Well, then, keep at it!)

6 Giving Directions: Just follow the road and you’ll get there ...

6.1 If you do this, then ...

We’ve learnt how to say, “if you do such and such, then ...”, that is, “VST - (x�)�¾õ”. This expression
can be useful in giving instructions particularly on the street, as to how to get to a place.

When our instruction is simple, or if we wish to imply that our instruction is simple, we can say:
